The user can choose whether to record audio along with the video during recording.

(1) Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the "Record Audio”, and press [Key 2] to enter the "Record
Audio”.

(2) Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor between“Off” and “On”.

(3) Press [Key 2] to save the option and return to the menu.

18.6 Date/Time

Users can set the system date and time of the device.

(1) Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the "Date/Time”, and press [Key 2] to enter the "Date/Time".
(2) Press [Key 1]/ [Key 3] to adjust the value of date and time, press [Key 2] to switch options.

(3) press [Key 4] to save the option and return to the menu.

18.7 Format

If users decide to format the Micro SD Card, all the data on it will be permanently erased. Data
recovery will not be possible after formatting. Please proceed with caution!

(1) Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to move the cursor to the "Format”, and press [Key 2] to enter the "Format”.
(2) Press [Key 1]/[Key 3] to select “Cancel” or “Ok” .

(3) Press [Key 2] to save the option and return to the menu.
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
